          State Department Lets Israel Define National Identity of Palestinian-Americans

It occurred to me recently that I ought to try to gain entry into the West Bank. As a Gaza-born Palestinian with dual American citizenship, I regularly travel using my American passport without any problems. I thought I'd do some due diligence before committing, so I pulled up the State Department's Bureau of Consular Affairs webpage to see what sort of preparations I had to make to fly into Tel Aviv's Ben Gurion airport.

Before I launch into the content of the site, I want to highlight some formatting and visuals. The page is entitled, "Israel, the West Bank and Gaza: Country Specific Information." Whatever the nattering ninnies at the top may say, the bureaucrats have it right: Israel, the West Bank and Gaza represent one control system – and therefore, one political (if dysfunctional and fragmented) unit. Just as significantly, the map on the page asterisks both Gaza and the West Bank with a footnote that reads in part, "Israeli-occupied." Well, so much for Sharon's disengagement.

The site tells us that the American government "seeks equal treatment and freedom to travel for all American citizens regardless of national origin or ethnicity." Excellent! Go America! Wait, there's more. Just a few more lines into the text we learn that, "American citizens whom Israeli authorities suspect of being of Arab or Muslim origin are likely to face additional, often time-consuming, and probing questioning by immigration and border authorities, or may even be denied entry into Israel [italics mine]."

Well, this is problematic. A government that America wet-nursed now reserves the right to discriminate against Americans on the basis of race and religion. But let's be reasonable. Israel has a special history of violence and security requirements. And, while all Muslims may not be terrorists, all terrorists are Muslims –Timothy McVeigh, the Tax-me-not terrorist and these guys notwithstanding. And this is Israel, and there is no light between us.

I continued to read down the page: "It is possible that Israeli authorities would consider as Palestinian anyone who has a Palestinian Identification number, was born in the West Bank or Gaza, or was born in the United States but has parents or grandparents who were born or lived in the West Bank or Gaza. Any such U.S. citizens may be required to travel to Israel using their Palestinian Authority passport, regardless of whether they hold the U.S. citizenship… Individuals who hold a Palestinian Authority ID, as well as persons judged by Israeli authorities to have claim to a Palestinian Authority ID by virtue of ancestry, will be considered subject to Israeli law and to regulations that Israel applies to residents of the West Bank and Gaza, regardless of whether they also hold U.S. citizenship [italics mine]."

This is important. Basically, the American government, by continuing to maintain diplomatic relations with Israel, is ceding American-identifying authority to the Israeli government. Put differently, within a circumscribed geographical space, the Israeli government gets to decide who is an American and who is a nigger-- excuse me, a Palestinian. Here's an important jurisdictional question: Does this provision also permit the Zionist state to kidnap Palestinian-Americans from foreign cities? Or do they cease to be Americans only when they're in or on the border of Palestine/Israel?

In effect, this provision also limits the capacity of the American government to fill vacancies on a race-blind basis. For instance, I could never be the American ambassador to Tel Aviv. Neither my children, nor my grandchildren could fill that post in the future. Paradoxically, if they were born in the United States itself, they could be the president, but not ambassador to Israel. Imagine for a moment that South Africa were still an apartheid state and Barack Obama has just been elected president – how embarrassing for everyone, having to confront racism upfront like that.

According  to Gilad  Atzmon, "The Israeli Philosophy professor Yeshayahu Leibowitz was probably the first to define the holocaust as  the `new Jewish religion'." But as the persecution of Bishop Williamson makes clear, Holocaustism has replaced  Christianity as well as  Judaism.     You can tell which story is sacred and which one isn't by the reaction you get when you commit sacrilege.  Nowhere in the West is anyone being brought up on charges of denying the crucifixion - resurrection. People can  blithely doubt the crucifixio n and the resurrection and the virgin birth and the trinity other tenets of Christianity and  still work in the great universities of the West. In fact, if they don't doubt these things, they might have a harder  time getting hired. Admit at a faculty lunche on that you don't doubt the resurrection or the virgin birth, and you'll  get some very strange looks. But admit that you doubt any aspect of the sacred Holocaust narrative -- six million  Jewish victims, most killed in gas chambers, as part of a pre - conceived  effort to eliminate Jewry from the face of  the earth -- and you'll never work in this town again. Thus we are treated to the spectacle of a Catholic bishop  being tried by a new Inquisition for a heresy that has nothing to do with Catholicism.     My wise old k abbalah professor, Jacob Needleman, once pointed out that the Holocaust caused a great many  Jews to lose their faith in God. How could a good God let this happen? Abandoning God, these Jews joined the  atheist Zionists who were colonizing Palestine. They be gan worshipping the state of Israel, and its power, instead  of God, the true source of all power. So it's easy to understand why Holocaustism, the sacred foundation of  secular Zionism, became the majority religion of today's ethnic Jews. But why has Holoca ustism replaced  Chrisitianity? I suppose it is because Christianity has been in slow decline for several centuries. By the 19th  century, neither the thinking nor the ruling classes really believed in God any more. (A.N. Wilson, God's Funeral.)  The reaction  against Christianity in post - Christian Europe reached the point that by the post - World War II period,  a residual Christian guilt complex met growing Jewish - Holocaustist power in the media...and the result was  Holocaustism replacing Christianity as the cor e sacred narrative of the West.     Islam, the world's fastest - growing religion, is immune to Holocaustism for two reasons. First, Muslims understand  and oppose the Holocaustist atrocities in Palestine. "By their fruits ye shall know them," said Jesus, peace  upon  him...and the fruits of Holocaustist Zionism  --  millions of people ethnic - cleansed, children shot for sport with  impunity, white phosphorus dropped on the world's most densely - populated space, and on and on  --  are as visibly  evil to Muslims as they ar e invisibly evil to Westerners. Second, Islam is built around the core teaching of tawhid:  the absolute, eternal oneness of God as the only appropriate object of worship. The worst possible sin, from an  Islamic perspective, is worshipping something other t han God. So Muslims are not easily drawn into worshipping  alleged sons of God, crucifixions, trinities, chosen peoples, or even holocausts.     Since Muslims stubbornly persist in worshipping God rather than the Holocaust, the 9/11 false - flag attack was  orche strated in order to launch a Holocaustist crusade against Islam. Just as the sacred story of the Holocaust  was used to brainwash Jews into believing they had been victimized and thus had the right to become vengeful  victimizers, the sacred official story o f 9/11 was used to brainwash Americans and Westerners into believing that  they too had been victimized, and that thus they too must become vengeful victimizers. In both cases the target of  vengeance was Arabs and Muslims  --  though why Holocaustists would t ake vengeance against Germans by  mass - murdering and ethnic - cleansing Arabs and Muslims has never been explained. Le coeur noir a ses raisons  que la raison ne connait point.     The 9/11 truth movement has already succeeded in desacralizing the official myth o f 9/11. The question of what  really happened and why on 9/11 has become a legitimate topic of debate. As time goes on, it will grow more and  more difficult for the high priests of the official myth to do to other skeptics what was done to me, Steven Jones,   and Kevin Ryan.     Meanwhile, the world's Muslims will persist in worshipping God alone and refusing to kowtow to Holocaustism.  They will continue to view the Jewish holocaust, small h, as just one of a great many holocausts and genocides,  some of which con tinue today in places like Palestine, Iraq, and Afghanistan. They will continue to insist that the  Jewish holocaust, like all other holocausts and genocides, be the subject of free and fearless historical debate in  which all viewpoints are welcome, and iss ues decided on the basis of reason and evidence, not emotion or  intimidation or fines and jail sentences. And they will continue to insist that Palestine be returned to its rightful  owners.
