About This Conference:  Continuity of Government Operations Training Conference

The Continuity of Government Operations Conference is about best practices, lesson-learned and current thinking of the development of agency mission continuity plans. It is the policy of the United States to have in place a comprehensive and effective program to ensure continuity of essential government functions during any incident or emergency that my disrupt normal operations. 

As a baseline of preparedness for the full range of potential emergencies, all government agencies, including federal, state, local, and counties shall have in place a viable COOP capability which ensures the performance of their essential functions during any emergency or situation that may disrupt normal operations. County and local governments have to deal with events such as hurricanes, fires, or floods that would require them to relocate their operations for an extended period of time.

The changing threat environment and recent emergencies, including localized acts of nature, accidents, technological emergencies, and military or terrorist attack-related incidents, have shifted awareness to the need for COOP capabilities that enable agencies to continue their essential functions across a broad spectrum of emergencies. Also, the potential for terrorist use of weapons of mass destruction has emphasized the need to provide government leaders a capability which ensures continuity of essential government functions across all levels of government.

COOP planning as an effort to assure that the capability exists to continue essential agency functions across a wide range of potential emergencies. The objectives of a COOP plan may include:

  Ensuring the continuous performance of an agency’s essential functions/operations during an emergency 

  Protecting essential or backup capabilities of facilities, equipment, records, and other assets 

  Reducing or mitigations disruptions to operations 

  Reducing loss of life, minimizing damage and losses 

  Achieving a timely and orderly recovery for an emergency and resumption of full services to customers.
