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        The state of our global economy can be described in foreclosures, evictions, repossessions, bankruptcies, layoffs, abandoned projects and industries caught in the middle. The February unemployment report showed the labor market deteriorating at an even faster rate, with the unemployment rate rising from 7.6% to 8.1%. The economy lost 651k jobs in the month, but reported 2,113,000—an average of 671k per month. A measure of unemployment has almost doubled over the past 2 years to 15.6%. Along with a historic drop in the percentage of the population who are working and record-numbers of long-term unemployed, the figures point to a permanent shift in employment patterns, said former Labor secretary Bob Reich.
        In 2008, there were 12,180 new H-1B visa holders hired by Indian companies. You can look at it in 2 ways: 

It’s only 0.0083% of the US work force., or less than 1/100th of 1%., a small proportion to the Indians, but still 12,180 jobs that were lost to American workers. It is not surprising that India would make it look like it is a loss on the US for restricting the hiring of its nationals through the H-1B visa, arguing that it would help American companies innovate and create more jobs in the US. To even taunt the US that it is the current restrictions that are inflecting real harm on the country and will only increase the damage: I cannot see the merit of their argument when they seem to only promote their interest. It’s like “hire us” and everything will be better for you!

        Indian firms are the most visible of the top 10 companies using H-1B visas, and they under-talk the damage to American workers by stating that it is only a fraction of the total H-1B visa use. The problem with these numbers is that we can play with them to favor one’s position when they start talking about 12,180 H-1B visa holders from out of 107,686 petitioners (irrelevant because there’s a limit of 65k a year) allowing one to finagle the numbers at only 0.07% of the US labor force in 2008. Tell that to an American worker who lost his job to an Indian national because he is American, older and usually take the excuses from management under the label of competition in the global economy that is stacked against him/her because he/she takes it without complaints that the system is tilted towards young, cheap foreigners who do not mind exploitation by American corporate greed.

        To restore our economy, we must produce at home the products the American people need and want. In the process of doing so, they must have the jobs and must be paid a decent salary. In the 1950s through the early 1970s, the American middle class was strong. Because of corporate greed, their salary and benefits shrank, while the compensation of top executives went through the roof reaching more than 400x what was paid of the average American worker. If we want to see them be able to afford and buy American products (vis-à-vis dangerous, cheap Chinese crap), we must stop the transfer of manufacturing overseas to find people to exploit. These corporate rogues have betrayed our core values with their insatiable hunger for more wealth. 
         If there is no middle class, our taxes will go much higher because the rich do not want to pay their share. That’s why they moved their dollars through secret accounts to overseas banks, such as UBS, which admitted to conspiring to defraud the US GOVT. The scheme to hide money in off-shore accounts, involves the use of code words like “nuts” ($250k), “swan” ($1 million) and encrypted computer chips. It paid $780 million in settling the case and release of the names of 300 clients. DOJ wants the names of 52k other wealthy Americans it thinks have used the country’s banking secrecy laws to shield some $14.8 billion in assets. The Swiss were not happy to be included in OECD’s (Organization for Economic Cooperation & Development) “gray list” of tax havens and would like to be removed from it as quickly as possible. 

        Our quality of life will suffer. Our military defense will be jeopardized. Don’t expect it from these selfish malefactors who would sell America down the drain. We are contributing to the destruction of this country by not protecting our jobs from foreigners under some legal hocus-focus, such as H-1B visas, L1 visa, etc. to destroy the middle class. Talk to your senators and congressmen, and stand up and be counted in the defense of the American workers. We either band together to protect our interest, or we all go down together in shame and disarray.
